A rare opportunity to acquire a ring fenced land block with a range of farm buildings 
and quality land offering potential for a wide range of agricultural or horticultural 
uses.  There is additionally a small caravan area, plus a caravan storage compound 
and unusually a purpose built shooting range, all offering income streams. 
 
Subject to obtaining any necessary planning permissions, the property provides an 
opportunity to form an independent agricultural/horticultural holding or possible 
scope for leisure and equestrian uses. 
 
Location 
 
Situated in a rural location, adjoining other farms are these farm buildings and land at 
Burdenham about ½ mile from the village of Westonzoyland.  Westonzoyland offers a 
primary school, church, inn, post office and shops, community centre and sports 
facilities with more extensive facilities in Bridgwater (4½ miles). 
 
Description 
 
A land block located on the edge of the Somerset Levels with a large area of grade I 
land, with a smaller area of Grade II peat based land.  Currently the land is used for 
arable cropping, with some permanent pasture areas, all are subject to a Higher Level 
Stewardship Agreement (with buffer strips).  Cropping at the time of inspection 
principally comprised of cereals plus potatoes and fodder beet. 
 
Around part of the perimeter and at various crossing points are concrete access roads 
providing great versatility of use.  There are two ponds (one with duck shooting 
hides).  Some mature and some newly planted cricket willows.   
 
Overall with the Stewardship Scheme, small caravan site, caravan storage area, 
shooting range and Single Farm Payment the holding produces income in addition to 
normal cropping profitability.

The Landblock 
 
Comprises grade I and II agricultural land with useful areas of concrete roads and 
hardstanding areas (war time remnants), these roadways provide excellent field access 
and storage opportunities for the holding. 
 
The grade I land is principally of a sandy loam type and would be suitable for 
agricultural and horticultural crops.   
 
The remaining land is of a peaty type and mostly located in the area designated as the 
Somerset Levels and Moors, laid to permanent pasture.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 



 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Situated within the land block is a duck flighting pond with hides and a further small 
pond is located against the northern boundary.
